YCUA proposes to fund these improvements by using Drinking Water Revolving
Fund (DWRF) loans. Copies of the preliminary DWRF Project Plan will be available for public

P. Ahles Administration Building, 2777 State Road, Ypsilanti, Michigan. Written comments
received through April 16, 2009 will be entered into the public hearing record and should be

Good evening, welcome to the Ypsilanti Community Utilities Authority. This is the public hearing
for our 2009 Drinking Water Revolving Fund Project Plan. My name is Scott Westover. | am the
Engineering Manager for the Authority. Also present from YCUA is Helen Dudley,
Administrative Assistant for the Engineering Department. We have an attendance sheet and
request that you sign-in so that we may have an accurate record of the public participation at this
meeting. That said, the public hearing is opened at 7:03 p.m.

The purpose of the proposed improvements included in the 2009 DWRF Project Plan are to
increase the reliability of the Authority water supply system.

The 2009 DWREF Project Plan includes 12 separate improvements to the water supply system

to be implemented between 2010 and 2012. Eleven of the 12 improvements involve replacement
of distribution mains with the remaining subproject being rehabilitation of a currently abandoned
pipe for use as a transmission main. Nine of the 12 improvements will be constructed in
conjunction with road improvements proposed by other agencies. A copy of Figure 9 from the
Project Plan showing the geographic location of the various improvements within the City of
Ypsilanti and Charter Township of Ypsilanti, is posted on the wall behind me to my right.

The draft Project Plan included 70 separate improvements to the water supply system to be
implemented during the next 25 years. The final Project Plan includes 68 separate improvements —
two projects were eliminated as they were extremely small and were combined into nearby larger
projects to achieve economy of scale.

Impacts of the proposed improvements will be limited to inconveniences commonly experienced
during construction work. No long term adverse impacts to natural features or cultural resources
are expected.

Copies of Tables 1, 7 and 8 from the 2009 DWRF Project Plan are also posted on the wall behind
me to my right. These tables pertain to the costs associated with the various improvements. The
estimated cost to users for the proposed improvements range from a projected $0.39 increase to the
typical water bill in the Township during 2010-2011 to a $3.71 increase to the typical water bill in
the City during 2011-2012. The assumptions used to calculate these projected increases are
explained in detail in the Project Plan and include revenue to increase annually by 5%, a 20-year
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loan at 2.5% interest for each separate improvement, and that the increased revenue needed for the
entire debt retirement amount will be obtained via a rate increase.

Copies of the draft 2009 DWRF Project Plan were provided to the Michigan Department of
Environmental Quality (both the Revolving Fund & Operator Certification Section in

Lansing and the Public Wastewater and Drinking Water Unit of the Jackson District Office),

the Michigan Natural Features Inventory, the Southeast Michigan Council of Governments, both
member communities of the Authority as well as all contract customers and associated
municipalities. In addition, an application was submitted to the State Historic Preservation
Office to initiate their review of the proposed improvements. The MDEQ provided some
comments on the draft 2009 DWRF Project Plan via electronic mail on March 23, 2009.

Those comments, and the revisions resulting from those comments, will be incorporated into the
final 2009 DWRF Project Plan.
